TRADING TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SALE

INTERPRETATIONS AND DEFINITIONS

a) The headings used are not to form part of this agreement but are for convenience of reference only and to not affect interpretation.

b) Where the context admits or requires words importing the singular numbers shall include the plural number and vice versa and those importing a gender shall include the other genders and
words importing natural persons shall include corporations.

c) ‘Supplier’ means Evins Stores, trading as Banner Hardware.

d) A ‘duty authorized officer’ shall mean any of the general manager, managers, sales manager or credit manager of the supplier from time to time or any other person notified to the Customer
by the Supplier specifically in writing.

e) A 'duty authorized officer’ shall mean any of the general manager, managers, sales manager or credit manager of the Supplier from time to time or any other person notified to the Customer
by the Supplier specifically in writing.

GENERAL

a) The terms and condition contained in this application shall not be varied by the wording of any Customers Purchase Order Form, Notice of acceptance or otherwise, unless such variation is
expressly agreed to in writing by the Supplier.

b) The Supplier may vary the terms and conditions contained in this application by notice in writing to the Customer. The Customer agrees that a purchase of any goods or services after notice of
variation will be an acceptance of such varied terms and conditions.

¢) Should there be any variation to any of the information supplied by the Customer in the Application or in the structure or nature of the Customers business (such as a conversation to or from
a Company or Trust) the Customer shall forthwith notify the Supplier in writing. Unless notification of such variation of change is given, the original Customer and Guarantors on this Application
shall remain liable to the Supplier as through any goods or services or work or material supplied by the Supplier were supplied to the original Customer.

d) This agreement and all obligations hereunder shall be binding on the Customers personal representatives, successors and permitted assigns and shall be for the benefit of the Suppliers
successors and assigns.

e) Any quotations given by the Supplier for the supply of goods or services shall not be binding on the Supplier until confirmed in writing by the Supplier.

f) The supplier may contact the customer via written communication, email, telephone, Mobile SMS, for purposes of debt collection, advertising and marketing and sales promotions.

PAYMENT / ACCOUNT TERMS

a) All goods and services supplied by the Supplier to the Customer during any calendar month shall be paid for in full by the Customer on or before the suppliers last trading day in the following
month (the due date).

b) If the Customer does not pay the Supplier by the due date, the Supplier shall be entitled to debit to the account of the customer interest on the monies due, charged on a daily basis at the rate
of 17.5% per annum from the due date for payment until the actual date of payment. The Supplier may debit the Customers account monthly or at such other times it chooses and may debit
retrospectively. The supplier may at any time vary the interest rate by serving a notice in writing on the Customer and the interest rate shall be varied as therein effective from a date not less
than 7 days after service of such notice.

¢) Any legal costs, stamp duties or other expenses incurred by the Supplier in respect of this Application, Agreements, Guarantees, Securities or other documentation required by the Supplier
in consequence of this Application together with any collection costs, dishonored cheque fees, mercantile fees, costs, disbursements and commissions incurred, shall be paid by the Customer
to the extent that such payment is permitted by law.

d) The Supplier may withdraw credit facilities at any time or vary the credit limit, without notice to the Customer or the Guarantor (if any).

e) Notwithstanding any complaint, payment for all items other than those which are the subject of the complaint shall be made by the Customer to the Supplier in accordance with the agreed
terms and conditions of trading.

f) If there shall be a breach of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, all monies payable by the Customer to the Supplier shall, at the Suppliers election, thereupon become
immediately due and payable notwithstanding that the abovementioned due date shall not have expired.

DELIVERY

a) The Supplier shall deliver products to the delivery place nominated by the Customer. The Customer shall pay to the Supplier delivery charges in accordance with the Supplier current rates, as at
the date of dispatch. If there is no current rate, then a reasonable rate shall be paid.

b) The Customer authorizes the Supplier to deliver products to the place nominated by the Customer and to leave the products at the place whether or not any person is present to accept delivery.
The Supplier shall not be liable on any basis whatsoever for loss suffered by the Customer after delivery to the place.

¢) The supplier shall not be obliged to obtain a signed receipt or other acknowledgment from any person at the place for delivery nominated by the Customer, but if a signed receipt or other
acknowledgement is obtained from someone believed by the Supplier to be authorized by the Customer to sign or otherwise take delivery, then such signed receipt or other acknowledgment
shall be conclusive evidence of delivery, the quality of products delivered, the lack of defects in such products and otherwise compliance with the order.

d) The supplier shall not be liable for any failure to deliver or for delay in delivery of products occasioned by any strike, lockout, shortage of stock, shortage of labor, lack of skilled labor, delays in
transit, fire, flood, hostility, civil commotion or other causes whatsoever whether or not beyond the control of the Supplier.

PROPERTY AND RISK

a) The Customer acknowledges and agrees with the Supplier that the Supplier shall remain the legal and beneficial owner of all products supplied until such time as the Customer has paid the
Supplier in full for all products supplied. Until property in the goods passes to the Customer, the Customer holds the goods as fiduciary bailee and agent for the Supplier.

b) The Supplier is entitled to retake possession of any unpaid products in the event that the Customer defaults or commits an act of bankruptcy or a receiver is appointed of the Customer goes
into liquidation or official management or some other form of insolvency administration whether formal or informal or the Customer ceases to carry on business or the Customer makes a
scheme or compromise with his creditors or defaults in payment of any monies payable to the Supplier, without prejudice to any other rights of the Supplier.

c) The Supplier has the right of resale of the said products in the event that is retakes possession.

d) The Customer consents to the Supplier having access to the Custuomer premises to inspect the products at any time or to retake possession of the said products and if the said products are
located on land other than land owned and occupied by the Customer and the Customer has a license implied or expressed or other right to enter upon such land then the Supplier shall be the
Customers agent to enter upon such land to retake possession of the products and the Custuomer shall indemnified the Supplier from any loss or damage suffered by the Supplier or claims
brought against the Supplier arising out of the Supplier retaking possession of the said products.

SPECIAL ORDERS AND SPECIFICATIONS IN GENERAL

a) The Customer warrants and agrees that all drawings and specifications and other design information provided to the Supplier for the manufacture of special orders are accurate and
correct in all respects.

b) All products manufactured in accordance with the Customers special order and specifications and not ordinarily sold by the Supplier as standard stock items shall not be refundable to the
Supplier nor shall the Customer be entitled to claim any rebate, refund or reduction in price.

¢) The general rights of the Supplier and limitation on the Customer set out in other parts of this agreement are not limited by clauses 5 (a) and (b).

RETURN OF STOCK ITEMS

a) Products ordinarily sold by the Supplier as standard stock items may only be returned for credit to the customer’s account within fourteen (14) days of the date or delivery of the products;
and then only if the products are undamaged, unused and in good and saleable condition.

b) Products accepted for credit by the Supplier will attract a charge (the amount of which shall be at the discretion of the Supplier but not less than 15% of the price for those products to cover
restocking and preparing charges. Such charges shall be deducted from the amount of credit allowed. The original invoice number must accompany all products returned to Supplier.

CLAIMS UPON SUPPLIER

a) Subject to clause 4 (c) the Customer has fourteen (14) days from the date of delivery of products within which to provide to the Supplier written notice of any alleged claim for failure to
comply with the order whether due to shortfall, defect, incorrect supply or otherwise howsoever. Should the Customer fail to provide such notice within the stipulated time period the
Supplier shall be deemed to have one of the following:

(i) The replacement of the products or the supply of equivalent products.

(ii) The repair of the products.

(iii) The payment of the costs of replacing the products or of acquiring equivalent products.
(iv) The payment of the costs of having the products repaired.

TRUST AND TRUSTEES

Where the Customer is a trustee:

a) The Customer agrees to forthwith produce a stamped copy of the trust deed (with all amendments) if and when requested by the Supplier.

b) The Customer warrants that is has full power and authority for the benefit and purpose and objects of the trust to enter into this Agreement on behalf of the trust and that is shall be bound
by the terms and condition of their Agreement both personally and as trustee.

. LAWS TO GOVERN PROVISIONS OF AGREEMENT

a) Unless varied by notice in writing by the Supplier this agreement and every variation amendment or special term of this agreement and all matters arising from the relationship of the Supplier
and the Customer shall be interpreted and governed in accordance with the laws of the state in which this document is signed by or on behalf of the Customer notwithstanding that the
products sold by the Supplier to the Customer may be delivered outside that state or the agreement for supply may be found to have been outside that state.

b) The Customer submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in the state referred to in clause 8 (a) or such other state or territory as the Supplier may from time to time notify in writing
to the Customer.

c) The parties to this Agreement agree that proceedings may be commenced in any court in the state or territory having jurisdiction by virtue of clause 10 (b) and consent to that court having
locality jurisdiction notwithstanding that the court would not have such jurisdiction without this consent.

. NOTICE

Notice to be given by the Customer to the Supplier shall be delivered personally to the Credit Manager of the Supplier. Notice to be given to the Customer by the Supplier may be delivered
personally, or sent to the Customer’s last know address and unless the contrary is proved shall be taken as delivered on the second business day following posting. Invoices and statements are
deemed received by the Customer on the second business day after posting by ordinary prepaid post.

. MISUSE OF ACCOUNT

The Customer will ensure no unauthorized persons use the account. If the Customers business is sold the Customer will close the account to prevent misuse and will remain liable for the account
until written notification of change of ownership of the business has been received by the Supplier.

. SEVERANCE

In the event that the whole or any part of parts of any provision in this agreement should be held to be void or unenforceable in while or in part such provision or part thereof shall to that extent
be severed from these terms and conditions but the validity and enforceability of the remained of these terms and conditions shall not be affected.
